Our School Nurse does not prescribe
any form of medications on her own.
If parents wish for students to be
administered medication by the school
nurse, the following procedure must
be in place:

- No medication will be prescribed if
  requested verbally.
- Medication has to be prescribed by
  a doctor – copy of the prescription
  must be attached to the written
  request and will be kept by
  the nurse.
- Medications must be given by
  parents in person in original
  packaging with labels on and clear
  dosage of medication to be
  administered.
- The written request for the
  administration of medications has
  to be signed by parents and will

  be kept by the nurse.
- If there are new medications to be
  added, new consent has to be
  signed
- The medication will be returned to
  the parents after 2 weeks unless
  student is on life-long or long term
  medications.
- The nurse will call parents to verify
  medications received if brought in
  by students ( those with forms
  signed)
- No form of medication is to be taken
  by student on his/her own within
  the school premises.
- All medications have to be taken in
  the presence of a nurse.
- The school shall not be liable should
  any over-dosage or undesirable
  effects of medications occur after
  a child consumed medications on
  his/her own.
