Programme is a framework for
educational success for students
between 11-14 years old. It
provides a natural progression for
children from primary education,
and develops children’s knowledge
and skills in Mathematics, English
and Science. Lower Secondary
also offers schools a means of
tracking student progress from 11
- 14, with an integrated package of
teaching, learning and assessment
materials.’

Teachers at Emaar International
are very excited to be using the
CLSP to enhance the world-class
curriculum already in place, which
draws upon the best elements of
local and international practice.

Current text books will continue to be
used with new resources to enhance
learning. CLSP does offer new
assessment tools at each stage and
a formal Checkpoint exam in year 8,
allowing benchmarking against other
students following the programme in
other parts of the World. It is flexible,
however.

‘No part of it is compulsory, so
teachers can use the materials to suit
their own situation. Teachers can use
the Progression tests at the end of
the year; or at any point during the
year and as many times as they
require. Teachers can continue to
follow a local curriculum and at the
same time, use the Lower Secondary
Progression Tests to enhance their
teaching and reporting.’

GOOD HABITS

A rich businessman has three sons. All three sons are helping him to run his thriving business.
Although all his three sons are capable young men, the youngest son outshines his two brothers.
This has to do with the opportunities each of them had when they were younger.
The first son was named Knowledge. Knowledge was sent to a good school and that was all. The
second son was named Insight. Besides attending a good school, Insight also attended music, art
and dance lessons. The third son was named Habit. Habit had it all. He attended good school, learnt
music, art and dancing, but in addition, he took lessons in horse riding, flying an airplane and sailing
a yacht.
On his 80th birthday, well-wishers couldn’t resist asking the rich businessman why he provided each
son with different opportunities when they were younger. To which the man replied, “It’s not a matter
of favouritism. It’s a matter of affordability.”

“When I was younger, I thought knowledge was everything. I hence named my first son Knowledge.
Knowledge was useful but only brought little success. My business survived but did not thrive. I could
only afford to send my eldest son to a good school.”
“As I matured, I realized that I needed insight and not just knowledge. Unlike knowledge, insights
cannot be imparted. They come from within oneself. Ever wonder why they are termed insights?
Socrates, who was inspired by his midwife mother to see his role as akin to that of a midwife, helped
people to ‘give birth’ to correct insights by asking them questions. Upon that realization, I began to
ask myself important questions and gained insights from the answers. Hence, my business grew
and I could afford to send my second son to learn music, art and dancing.”

“As the business grew and I became wiser, I realized that knowledge and insights can drive people
into action; however to bring about a change of behaviour, I need more than a single act. I need to
repeat the right action over and over again. Only good habits ensure that success can be sustained.
I therefore gave time and effort to cultivating good habits and became their slave. As a result, my
business grew many folds. I therefore called my youngest son Habit. I was able to offer my youngest
son the opportunities which his two other brothers could only dream of.”

The difference between those who have succeeded and those who have failed lies in the difference
of their habits. So cultivate the following good habits of a successful student – (1) complete your
homework and assignments on time (2) take notes during lesson and file them every day and (3)
spend at least 1 hour daily revising what you have learnt in school that day.

These three good habits may seem like simple tasks but if you follow them dutifully, you will find your
grades improve. Success is not some elusive experience. It’s simply the discipline of acting on an
insight over and over again.

Ms. Sriranjani, an officer from Central Narcotics Bureau
(CNB) conducted Preventive Drug Education (PDE) lessons
with our students on 5 March 2008. She gave two talks to
the Middle and High School students.

Amidst explanation of acronyms and sharing of personal
experiences as a former undercover for CNB, Ms. Srianjani
used her persuasive reasoning skills to convince our students
on the harmful effects of drug abuse. She gave several real
life examples of young people who experimented with drugs
and the dire consequences which followed.
Young people have a better chance of saying “NO” to drugs
if they can verbalize their decision before the temptation.

In the same week, the students were asked to write down
their responses when they are being offered drugs at a
party.

The talks, reflective
writing and peer teaching were aimed at helping our students
to say “NO” to drugs.

Year 11(a) Shafi : “History is a challenging and demanding
subject and there’s a lot of fun involved in it.”

The mock exams started on the
4th March and lasted 2 weeks for
those preparing for the IGCSE
and the GCE A levels.

The number of subjects examined
ranged from 14 to 16 from Year
10, 11 and 12. Each subject was
tested with the full complement
of papers, exactly as if it was
taken at the actual Cambridge
Internat ional  Examinat ion
session. Demands were also
made on students’ discipline in
keeping to different times for the
examination – this was quite
successful as we see students
putting in the extra effort to get
to the exam centre on time.

The exercise was beneficial for
both students and teachers. For

the students, they get more
practice on each subject. There
is also an increased awareness
of good discipline and consistent
study habits as prerequisite to
getting good grades. They are also
exposed  to  exam ina t i on
techniques and working much
longer hours than they did with
the usual homework or class
assignment preparation as much
more effort & planning is required
of them. For the teachers, it meant
more planning, a revised strategy
in covering the syllabus on time
and the extra teaching time
required to complete the relevant
part of the syllabuses to get their
students ready for the mock
papers. This exercise also helped
teachers to strategize on the
teaching time for the remaining

sect ions of  thei r  subject
sy l labuses as the actual
examination draws near. Some
teachers have decided that they
will need extra teaching time
during the 2 weeks vacation to
complete the syllabus and to have
enough time for revision before
the actuals. To this end, students
in Year 12 have been especially
keen to keep up with their exam
preparation and most of them
sacrificed their 2 week vacation
to be in class with some teachers
in order to ensure they are
adequately prepared between the
Mock and the actual examination
as it looms ahead in a few weeks
time.
