A total of 89
examination sessions took place

over the entire May/June
examination period.
The results for this examination
session are expected to be
released by CIE on 10 August
2008. Candidates can check the
EIS school website for an
announcement of the official
release of results and then come
to school to collect the statement
of results personally, or with a
letter of authorisation to collect
on their behalf. We all eagerly
await these results from the first
full exam session at EIS.

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Primary Years Programme
Updates

After a year of investigation,
planning and in-house training
EIS is proud to announce that it
will be introducing the
International Baccalaureate
Primary Years Programme (IB
PYP) in August 2008.

In the spirit of inquiry which
underpins the programme, I’ve
taken the liberty of asking two
questions that parents often ask
about it.

What is the PYP?

An international,
transdisciplinary programme
designed to foster the
development of the whole child,
not just in the classroom but
through other means of learning.
PYP focuses on the total growth
of the developing child,
encompassing social, physical,
emotional and cultural needs in
addition to academic welfare.
PYP combines the best research
and practice from a range of
national systems with a wealth
of knowledge and experience
from international schools to
create a relevant and engaging
educational framework for all
children.
It provides an opportunity for
learners to construct meaning,
principally through concept-
driven inquiry.
Traditional academic subjects
are part of the PYP but it

emphasizes the interrelatedness
of knowledge and skills through
a transdisciplinary programme of
inquiry.
The PYP focuses on the heart as
well as the mind and addresses
social, physical, emotional and
cultural needs as well as
academic ones.

What does it mean for my
child?

The PYP aims to develop in
students:
Sensitivity to the experiences of
others through the curriculum
The characteristics listed in the
student profile
The attitudes that are an explicit
element of the programme
The expectation of socially
responsible action as a result of
the learning experience

Along with fundamental literacy
and numeracy skills, your child
will investigate carefully selected
topics of global significance using
a structured method of inquiry.
The programme challenges
students to ask important
questions, conduct in-depth
research, analyze findings, report
in a variety of ways and reflect
on their responsibility as global
citizens. In doing so we seek to
develop higher order thinking
skills, positive attitudes toward
learning and to promote the
values that characterize our
school’s ethos.

The goal of the Primary Years

Programme is to create
internationally minded students.
IBO believes that students should
be:

Inquirers
Thinkers
Communicators
Risk-takers
Knowledgeable
Principled
Caring
Open-minded
Well-balanced
Reflective

The PYP strives for balance
between search for
understanding, acquisition of
knowledge and skills, the
development of positive attitudes
and positive action.
There are 5 essential elements
of the curriculum:

Concepts
Knowledge
Skills
Attitudes
Action

In addition to the concepts,
content and skills that are
imbedded in the curriculum,
students are taught and they
practice the attitudes outlined by
IBO. These attitudes are
descriptive of a person who is a
responsible citizen of their local
and world wide community.

THE PROCESS OF INQUIRY

The IB - PYP's fundamental

concepts are articulated as key
questions and they drive the
inquiry process. Each question is
comprehensive and integrates
many ideas.  PYP believes that
students learn in the most
constructive manner to:
Develop a deep understanding of
important concepts
Conduct research into knowledge
which has local and global
significance
Acquire and practice a range of
essential skills
Be encouraged to develop
positive attitudes towards
learning, the environment & other
people
Have the opportunity for
involvement in responsible action
and social service

At the start of the new academic
year we will be organizing several
curriculum sessions which will
give you the opportunity to learn
more about the Primary Years
Programme and our journey
towards authorization.
We take this opportunity to thank
all of the teachers for their
commitment and hard work
towards getting EIS through the
first phase of this journey.

Year 5 & 6 induction to Middle School
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As the Year 5 and 6 students
get ready to meet the
challenges of the middle
school, an induction
programme was put in place.
This happened on the 5th
June, when the whole of year
5 and 6 spent more than half
the day in class rooms in the
middle school.
This was organized by Mr.
David Banham, Head of High
School and his colleagues,
Mrs. Helen Banham (Science),
Mrs. Debjani Doss
(Humanities) and Ms. Janice
Chan (Drama) to give the
students an idea of what
moving to the Middle School
of EIS would entail and to
answer any questions they
might have.
Mr. Banham gave a brief
introduction to the different
changes the students would
face in Middle School.
Different teachers for different
subjects; moving to different
classrooms for each subject
and managing time-tables and
homework. The students were
each given a file with a picture
quiz. Within a specific time,
they had to visit the Middle
School classrooms, identify
the locations and name the
teachers on the paper.
After this short but hectic

activity, they broke up into
their homeroom groups and
time-table in hand, went to
their different classes.
Drama was with Ms. Janice
Chan where they did
improvisations and learned
the importance of body
language, eye contact and
being a supportive audience.
They were in awe of the
Chemistry laboratory.

They worked
through a set of three
activities which involved a
lot of movement and
discussion.

Year 5/6 Induction
Programme
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The Year 6 Exhibition May
2008
The Exhibition is a long-term,
student-driven inquiry project
that engages learners in
“identifying, investigating and
offering solutions to real life
issues or problems”. It
requires students to create a
formal proposal, including a
rationale and an extensive list
of research questions, for a
topic of personal interest to
them and importance to our
world that they wish to
explore. They must apply
research, organizational and
higher-level thinking skills to
locate and analyze
information and data that will
help them answer their
guiding questions.

Students are inspired to take
some form of positive action
(volunteering in the
community, educating others
about a real life issue,
organizing a charitable event
etc) as a result of the
knowledge they have gained
during the Exhibition process.
Finally, students
communicate to others what
they have learned in the form
of an Exhibition essay,
reflective journal,
presentations to their class
and an Exhibition
presentation day that is open
to the entire school
community.
After having had the whole
class discuss the meaning of
the organizing theme “Sharing
Our Planet”, we got together
in groups and brainstormed
different possible Central
Ideas. We posted the first lot
of Central Ideas so that we

could share them with the
school community and we
asked teachers, parents and
students to give us
feedback. These feedbacks
were discussed in detail until
finally we came up with a
new and improved Central
idea.

The choices we make today
will change the way we live
tomorrow……
We then had to work on
generating powerful
questions which would help
us explore the Central Idea.
Once we got the questions
down we analyzed the
questions.  These became
the starting point of our
investigation.
Hurricanes  of increasing
intensity; floods in Asia; a
rise in global temperatures;
air pollution; endangered
animals; the meltdown of the
Arctic ice cap; green house
gases……..
These are some of the areas
of concern to the Year 6
students. Global Warming is
changing their world and
they decided to do an in
depth research into the
causes of this change. What
could be done to minimize
this effect? How could they
prepare for the uncertainties
that lie ahead?
Each student spent time
putting together a scrapbook
of newspaper and magazine
clippings about various
issues to do with the affects
and effects of Global
warming. These were later
used as supporting
materials to their
investigation.

The Year 6 Exhibition
They started their exhibition
journal where they kept a
record of each day’s work,
reflecting on their ideas and
work. A time line was put in
place. They read books and
asked questions of their
parents, teachers and peers.
They watched, Al Gore’s “An
Inconvenient Truth” and
Leonardo Di Caprio’s “The
11th Hour”.
They had to discuss with
their teachers/ parents and
other students to make sure
their inquiry points were
relevant to their topic.
As they researched they met
with their teachers on a
regular basis as a team to
discuss their progress and
other questions that came
up during the course of
inquiry. Posters were made
of their Central Ideas.
Simultaneously information
was being put into power-
point presentations,
discussed and edited when
necessary. Graphs were
made to display their
information. Experiments
were planned, hypotheses
were formulated, tested,
some discarded and new
ones tried out.
Activity increased as the day
of the exhibition drew
nearer.  They wanted
everyone who would visit
the exhibition to go away
not only convinced of the
magnitude of the problem
but to leave with the
determination to do
whatever they could in a
small way. With this in mind,
an important part of each
group was the action
component. It was important
for them not only to find

answers but also to do
something about it.
How would they use all of
this learning and make
connection to the real
world? Current World news
about China’s Floods and
Myanmaar’s Cyclone
disaster became a
discussion point for the
students and they used this
to connect their
investigation and make
sense and meaning of their
learning.

The
students researched
alternative energy sources
to ensure a constant power
supply was available all year
round. The islands were
equipped with wind farms,
solar panels, biogas
generators, wave generators,
tidal barriers and dams, as
well as hot water from
geothermal springs. Another
requirement was that the
islands had to be
constructed from recycled
materials, so students
became very inventive in
devising structures and
landforms to realize their
ideas.  Each group then gave
a short presentation of their
model to a specially selected
audience on the last day of
school. The models will go
on show in the library at the
beginning of next year and
we hope you visit to view
them.
