In China, Chinese New Year is called the Spring Festival which
in actual fact starts a week before Chinese New Year, with the
practice of offering sweet candy and sticky cake to the Kitchen
God. The Kitchen God is sent from Heaven to each family to
take charge of family affairs and make an annual report to
heaven on January 23rd of what the family has done during
the past year.

From January 24th to 29th, it is the preparation time for the
great festival. People are busy cleaning and decorating their
houses- sweeping away bad luck to make room for good luck,
and buying new clothes, delicious food and firecrackers.

The biggest event of Chinese New Year is the dinner served
the evening before New Year’s Day. The New Year’s Eve dinner
includes every family member and it is also customary to have
dumplings for this dinner. Dumplings symbolize wealth because
their shape is like a Chinese gold ingot.

On New Year’s Eve, parents used to stay up to prevent the
monster Sui from hurting their children. However, nowadays,
it is the children that stay awake to wish their parents longevity.

The celebrations of the New Year in Singapore, Malaysia, and
Indonesia are almost the same as in China. The only difference
is that people bring oranges, which symbolizes good luck, to
visit their relatives and people eat tossed fish salad, Yusheng
to celebrate the birthday of man.
Korean New Year celebration activities include all of the above
as well as visiting their departed ancestors at their burial sites.
The New Year Celebration in Mongolia is called the White Moon
Festival. It is different from other countries; young people visit
seniors and give them red packets and scarves to show respect.
Mongolians celebrate this day with eating buuz and dumplings.

On 22 February, five Yr 10 students from ERIS - Tiara, Janice, Seonaid, Hannah and Cheng Hou -
participated in the 2nd edition of the UNR held at Chatsworth International School. This collaborative
CAS activity was organized for IB students. Nine international schools participated in this project,
which aimed to raise awareness of homelessness in Asia. The actual experience of going without
food and shelter for a period of time (14 hours) was aimed to develop in students an empathy towards
the homeless. Students also raised funds, did a presentation on the charity to which the funds would
go, and listened to talks. These activities sought to increase the participants’ awareness of the many
varied challenges faced by others beyond our shores. Team activities like multiple rounds of quizzes
and building towers with newspaper were planned to promote interaction among the students from
different schools. Of course, the students were required to build their own shelters. Some built ‘homes’
with ‘roofs’; some had ‘walls’ while others had to contend with sleeping on pieces of cardboard simply
strewn on the Asroturf. With no handphones, ipods, TV or computers, most of these energetic
teenagers chatted the night away, while others laughed, played cards, or walked about...Only very
late into the night did some succumb to tiredness and fell asleep. Others lasted the night without
catching a wink!!!

Come morning, the participants had to clean up the area before they were reunited with their
belongings, ending their stint at ‘homelessness’. For these five students and Mrs. Aplin, McDonald’s
beckoned!!

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Drama & Speech

The curriculum for ERIS Pre-School is designed
to cover all areas of the child’s development,
physical, intellectual, emotional and social. New
subjects have recently been added to the preschool
timetable which will really enhance the childrens’
development in these areas.

Physical:
The children love their swimming classes and we
have some real talents amongst our young
students. All of the children are developing
confidence and improving their stamina and
techniques. I’m sure we have some future school
champions in our midst! We have also begun
weekly PE sessions in the gym which is proving
to be a huge hit with the children. They are having
great fun as well as displaying huge amounts of
energy! So far we are focussing on basic skills to
develop hand eye coordination, balance and
movements with control.

At the moment we are just getting the children used
to the basics, switching on, handling the mouse
and thumb pad, pointing and clicking, etc. Very
soon we will introduce programmes designed for
preschool children to help develop further skills.

The
weekly assemblies are an opportunity for the children
from all 3 classes to come together to sing and to
present some of their latest theme work to the rest
of the children. Lately the children have been
learning all about Europe.

Speaking of
singing, we are having weekly sessions of music,
speech and drama with each class. The class
teachers are doing a wonderful job of encouraging
the children to reinact stories, role play, dance and
sing. Great fun for all!

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 As I write this article, Term 3 is drawing swiftly to a close and our thoughts are already on August 2008
and beyond. January and February have flown by with many exciting events and memorable moments
for Middle and High School students to recall.

Year 7 journeyed to Malaysia to study ecology and humanities in a real but unfamiliar environment.
Their reports and photos are featured elsewhere but by engaging with the people and the environment
of Sedili Besar they demonstrated many admirable qualities. As potential IB learners, they showed
themselves to be risk-takers, caring, communicators, open-minded and knowledgeable.

Back in school, Middle and High School students involved themselves fully in several celebrations and
festivals. Chinese New Year is a major event for millions and has a special place in the Singapore year,
so our students prepared performances of song and dance to complement the traditional Lion Dance
which opened the ERIS festivities. Details appear elsewhere within these pages. More recently, the
creativity of our students has been explored and exhibited in our Arts Festival, culminating in the two
day Open House event.

Collectively and individually, our students continue to learn and strive for excellence in sciences, the
arts, languages and humanities as well as physical and practical endeavours. Middle and High School
students have answered thousands of mathematics problems online as part of a contest for World Math
Day. Others took part in a student-made video to recognize the diversity of language amongst our
student body and mark International Mother Language Day. Another group from Y10 joined nearly 200
other international school students in sleeping ‘Under No Roof’ to recognize the plight of the homeless
in our society.

Middle and High school staff continue to meet, plan and develop courses and resources to support and
enhance the programmes we provide. See the IB Diploma article elsewhere for more information.
Language and literacy figure high on our agenda, with growing support for students’ mother tongues
as well as targeted classes to improve English skills. Literacy Week in March will highlight the importance
of the printed word for every aspect of learning.

Evaluation is a key part of the educational process, whether conducted by students through peer and
self-assessment, or by teachers and administrators. Middle and High School students will sit ‘mock’exams
in March to practice for IGCSE, AS and A-levels coming in May and June. Before that, our first three-
way conferences take place on Thursday 20 March, to ensure that achievement and progress is
effectively communicated. More about these in the next issue.

of our world, among other
factors, contributes to this
‘overdetermine’. For example,
your child’s grades nosedive,
you fall prey to ‘overdetermine’
by attributing the cause to his
or her school. Or your son is
no longer as agreeable as he
used to be, you slap the bill on
the new friends he hangs out
w i th .  You  cou ld  even
overdetermine your daughter’s
behaviour  to  ADHD or
whatever –ism she has been
diagnosed with. Human beings
are complex beings and our
social interactions are myriad.
Your child’s grades, behaviour
at home and attentiveness in
class are a result of multiple
reasons. We need to take into
consideration developmental
stages, diet, sleeping habit, role
models at home, family values,
interactions among siblings,
mass media, and hormonal
factors as well as a host of
other factors.

I know, I know, this sounds so
complex to the point of
depressing. It needs not be.

Firstly, accept the fact that your
child is a product of multiple
and interlocking influences.
Don’t assume too much
responsibility. Self-blame or
nagging are signs that you are
assuming too much

responsibility.

Secondly, do what you can
within your area of responsibility.
Though your child’s problem
may be larger than what you
can do, it is important to attend
to what you can do. It is helpful
to achieve the overall goal by
identifying the smallest unit of
change. The purpose is to effect
some change and gain leverage
into your child’s life. Instead of
working on small units, we tend
to deal with very exceptional
issues that are very difficult to
manage and burn ourselves out
in the process. It is far more
helpful to bring about small
changes and let the ripple effect
be fe l t  in  o ther  areas
(Counselling – A Problem-
Solving Approach by Anthony
Yeo).

Finally, realize that it takes ‘a
village to raise a child’. As you
do your best to fulfill your role,
trust that others are doing their
best to fulfill theirs. If issues
need to be discussed, work with
other members of the village,
not against them. Parents who
openly criticize the school in
front of their children run the
risk of negating an important
factor of growing a healthy child.
Value other members of the
tribe. You need them. They
need you. We need to support
one another, for it takes a village
to raise a child.

Peck’s words, “For any single thing
of importance there are multiple
reasons.” Our need to simplify the
complex in order to make sense

Bhutanese Officials visit
E R International School

Eight members of the Bhutanese Royal Education Council
concluded a week long review of the Singaporean
Educational System with a visit to ERIS, the only
International School in their program. Their visit included
an overview of the organization and programmes of ERIS
and a tour of the facilities.

 IB Diploma Programme – progress report
E R International school is a candidate school* for the Diploma programme. This school is pursuing
authorization as an IB World School. These are schools that share a common philosophy—a commitment
to high quality, challenging, international education that E R International school believes is important for
our students.

On February 25, 26 and 27, E R International School hosted an Authorization Visit by two experienced IBO
educators. Their brief was to establish whether ERIS is ready to offer the IB Diploma Programme in August
2008. The visit included detailed discussions with administrators, teachers, parents and students to follow
up our December application.

Since last August, teachers have been preparing course outlines, attending official IB workshops in
Singapore, New Delhi, Hong Kong, Kuala Lumpur and Shanghai and studying other aspects of the
programme in regular ERIS staff meetings. All of these formed part of the discussions with the visiting team.

As always, there are tasks which have been completed and others that still lie ahead. The visiting team’s
report will obviously mention them. It must now pass through the Regional Director and ultimately the
Director General in Geneva. We expect to know the outcome in late March, but we are confident that it
will be positive. In the meantime we will continue to plan for August and update you just as soon as we
can.
