It was an exciting evening for the Junior School
Teachers and staff as they had the opportunity
to share the many stimulating activities that are
taking place in their classes. Through an
informative power point presentation and
interactive discussions, the parents became
more familiar with the curriculum in place in
Years 1-6 and the future plans for the school as
well. The evening ended with the parents visiting
the display tables and looking at the textbooks,
resource books, lesson overview charts, and
examples of manipulatives used in the
classrooms.

Parents walked away having a better
understanding of the strategies our teachers are
using and what they are teaching their children.

Middle & High Schools

It has been an eventful month at the Middle & High
schools. Many Grade 10 and 12 candidate students
were busy preparing for the IGCSE and the GCE AS
Levels this month while the rest of the schools were
taking the week long vacation. For the candidates, it
was back to the books and the labs! The laboratories
were busier than usual with the last few experiments
on hand for the students to practice their skills. The
written exams were also looming ahead. For most, it
was working through past year papers that were needed
practice for the written exams. All too soon, the practical
examination got underway right through the vacation.
The written papers followed in quick succession, as the
rest of students from the middle years and the Grade
11s came back from the week long vacation. The exams
are expected to continue all the way into the second
week of November.

Teachers at the High school were also busy pouring
over details of syllabuses and writing the course outlines
for the new International Baccalaureate Diploma
Programme (IBDP). Many were seen working on the IB
Online Curriculum centre website, making notes on
resources and curriculum materials. The IBDP training
scheme also kicked into action this month with the first
batch of teachers and administrators attending the IB
workshops, and conferences during the first and second
week of the month. More teachers will be going for these
training workshops in the next few months as
preparations for the IBDP intensifies.

More teachers joined this month, making the full
complement to the present teaching team. The Head
of Middle & High Schools, Mr Banham started the
teachers on the early planning process for the mid term
examinations in December. Both Mr. Banham and Mr.
Yan are also working on ways to optimize and improve
class deployment with the additional new teachers on
board. An important goal that all teachers are working
towards is — to improve student learning through effective
and consistent teaching, planning and assessment. To
that end, Monday afternoons are set aside for teachers
in a meeting each week as an ongoing process to review,
plan, discuss and suggest improvements to various
aspects of class interactions, assessment, reporting,
curriculum and effective use of resources.
